The article specifies the theoretical and method-
ological aspects of the manifestation of readiness
for change as a factor in overcoming the career
chaos of student youth during the war in Ukraine.
The main aspects of the proposed research posi-
tion of the theoretical analysis of the phenomenon
of readiness for change within the framework of the
theory of career chaos by R. Pryor and J. Bright
and in the context of organizational psychology;
the main characteristics of the dynamic system
in the field of career (nonlinearity, unpredictabil-
ity and attractors) are detailed; the importance of
studying readiness for changes in the dimensions
of prospective qualities and states of personality is
outlined; It is emphasized that in the context of pro-
fessionalization, readiness for change reveals the
reflective capabilities of a person, which determine
the transformational prospects of a responsible atti-
tude to the past and active planning for the future;
It is substantiated that self-efficacy is a fundamen-
tal factor that determines the content of personal
readiness for change. The developed program of
empirical-diagnostic study, as well as methods of
mathematical processing of results, made it pos-
sible to allocate variants of attractors of readiness
for change of students with different levels of their
self-efficacy (“professional passion”, ‘professional
confidence” and ‘professional tolerance”), which
are a kind of algorithm of the personal-behavioral
panorama of the prospective deployment of pro-
fessional development. The correspondence of the
identified attractors of readiness for change with
the classical types of attractors in the field of pro-
fessional career (‘pendulum”, “point”, “sensitive”) is
outlined. The explication of empirical results is the
evidential basis of the thesis that personal readi-
ness for change as a prospective construct of over-
coming the career chaos of student youth during
the war in Ukraine is a psychological guideline for
further effective professional growth and the devel-
opment of a new identity of resistance to difficult
military circumstances.
