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Abstract

The purpose of the study is to clarify the essence and peculiarities of
event manifestations as a factor of transformation of the established spheres
of social and individual existence, which leads to significant changes in
various spheres of human life. The understanding of the event phenomenon
is dominated by approaches aimed at clarifying the essence of the event as
a way of being, as well as a shift that leads to the emergence of new social
orders and structures. The study uses interdisciplinary, systemic, socio-
cultural, synergistic, information approaches, comparative analysis,
structural-functional, and typological methods. The event includes elements
that do not fit into the framework of everyday life, so the collision of the
event with the established reality leads to the transformation of everyday life.
Resonant events are interpreted using inadequate descriptions, selective
concepts, and manipulative statements. The basis of the mystical
experience as an extraordinary event is the awareness of its uniqueness,
which implies an ecstatic experience of transition to another state of being
and transformation of the worldview. The coronavirus pandemic has led to
an extraordinary state of society, illustrated by changes in the economy,
social institutions, and value structures. Understanding the war involves
studying the external context and personal experience of the tragic event.
The war has led to the tragic nature of existence, which requires the
mobilisation of resources and the search for individual meaning. Identifying
the markers of war as an event-tragedy involves analysing the relationship
between the external context of war and the individual experience of the
situation.
