The master's thesis is dedicated to studying the impact of interactive teaching
methods on improving the effectiveness of English language learning in secondary
schools. The research focuses on modern pedagogical approaches that align with the
principles of the New Ukrainian School, including fostering critical thinking,
developing communication skills, and ensuring a high level of student motivation.

The thesis aims to provide a theoretical rationale and experimental validation
of the effectiveness of interactive methods, as well as to develop a set of interactive
exercises for 6th-grade students based on the Full Blast textbook. The study explores
the concept of interactive learning, its key principles and methods, along with the
psychological and pedagogical aspects of motivation development. The practical
section includes a pedagogical experiment that demonstrates the positive effects of
the developed methodologies on students’ active participation in learning English,
improving their communication skills and critical thinking.

The analysis confirmed the effectiveness of interactive methods in increasing
students' motivation and engagement in the educational process. In particular, the use
of interactive exercises significantly enhanced material retention, boosted students'
interest in learning, and improved their ability to independently solve educational
tasks. The practical recommendations developed as part of this research can be
applied to improve English language lessons and integrate interactive methods into
the educational system.

The findings of the thesis can be implemented in the teaching practices of
English language educators, particularly to promote interactive approaches within the

framework of the New Ukrainian School concept.

How many students in the class actively participate in speaking activities?

There are only 4 active participants of any discussions.

What is the average level of fluency among the 14 students?
From my observations, the average level of fluency among the 14 students

is intermediate.

How many students show confidence when speaking in English?
I have noticed that only 8 out of the 14 students show confidence when

speaking in English.

How many students struggle with accuracy when speaking in English?
Based on my observations, 5 out of the 14 students struggle with accuracy

when speaking in English.

How often do the students use complex grammar constructions while
speaking? Most of the students rarely use complex grammar constructions while

speaking. Only 2 students use them consistently.

How many students are comfortable expressing their opinions on the spot?
From my observations, only 3 students are comfortable expressing their

opinions on the spot.

Do the students use a variety of expressions to convey their opinions?
Most of the students use a limited range of expressions to convey their

opinions, but 2 students use a variety of expressions.

Are the students hesitant to interact with their peers during speaking
activities?
I have noticed that half of the students are hesitant to interact with their

peers during speaking activities.

Do the students exhibit smooth and continuous speech during speaking

activities?
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Most of the students (8) exhibit choppy and discontinuous speech during

speaking activities.

Is the rate and rhythm of speech consistent among the students or do some
struggle with pacing?
I have observed that some students struggle with pacing and speak either

too fast (3) or too slow (5), while others maintain a consistent rate and rhythm

of speech (4).
