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NOTES ON UKRAINIAN GRAMMAR
NOUNS

Ukrainian nouns have the following morphological characteristics: They have

the category of Number (uuciio), Gender (pix)and Case (BinMiHOK).
The Category of Number

Countable nouns have two numbers — Singular (ognuna) and Plural
(MmHoxuHa). Singular denotes “one” and Plural denotes “more than one”.
According to this criterion all Ukrainian nouns are divided into three groups:

1. Nouns which can be used both in the Singular and in the Plural, e. g,:

2. Nouns which are used only in Singular. Here belong: 1) the names of
material ( kop); 2) collective
nouns ( ocmeo,

Hmcmeo); 3) abstract nouns (

cms); 4) proper nouns ( n’amo).

3. Nouns which are used only in the Plural. Here belong: 1) nouns denoting
things, articles of dress, tools and instruments consisting of two parts
or having symmetrical structure (

); 2) nouns possessing the

material and substantial meaning ( 8a,
mu); 3) nouns denoting
totality of things ( opa); 4) the
names of games and processes ( WIKU,
HbKU, NO HbKU); 5) nouns
denoting periods of time, holidays, rituals and rites ( ,
MOPO3KU, OuHU,

Hu); 6) abstract nouns containing the suffix -owy
( 30pows  How xouwy Kpouy eHOW cmowi); 7) abstract

nouns of adjectival origin ( mpycoegi); 8) some
proper nouns ( HU,
HUL).
The Category of Gender

All the nouns (except those used only in the Plural) belong to one of the three
genders: Masculine (4osioBiuoro poay) (these nouns correlate with the pronouns
he (BiH) or this (uweit), e. g.: im, 6y K),
Feminine (;kino4uoro pony) (they are correlative with the pronouns she (Bona) or
this (us), e. g.: sicmv) or Neuter (cepeaHbOro
poay) (which correlate with the pronouns it (Bono) or this (ue), e. g.:

, MJIEeHHS).

A separate group is constituted by nouns of common gender. These are the
nouns in -a(-a) denoting living beings named so after their actions, behaviour,
appearance, character (  ka xa Ka, ea Ka, niewa

na oa oa ma Kca oa na HUYA,



po3MasHa, cupoma xa). In this case the gender is defined by the context,
that is by syntactic connections of the noun with pronouns, adjectives and verbs

(

Jacs).

Some names of living beings denoting professions or occupations can refer to
persons of masculine and feminine sex, but formally they belong to masculine
(e. g

cm, etc.)

There are different ways of expressing gender in Ukrainian: 1) lexical, 2)
morphological, 3) word-building, 4) syntactical.

Lexical way is characteristic of the names of people and domestic animals and

The gender of compound nouns is defined after the first component if both

components can decline ( - U — feminine, - orcko — masculine), but
if only the second component can be declined then the gender is defined after the
first component ( - - pa — feminine).

Compound abbreviations preserve the gender of the main word: gy3 ( x1ao —
masculine).

The gender of borrowed nouns denoting living beings is defined by sex
distinctions: )

30 are masculine nouns while WKo —
feminine nouns. Indeclinable foreign nouns ( )
belong mostly to the nouns of neuter gender, but the nouns ko and 00
(Hazeu e6impy) belong to the masculine gender and the nouns ( suys),
KoJbpadt ( cma), mi ( ), ni (Hazeu mog) — to the

feminine gender.
The Category of Case

Case is a grammatical category which shows relation of the noun with other
words in a sentence. Ukrainian nouns are inflected to a high degree.

There are seven declensional cases in Ukrainian, each differing according to the
group to be declined:

Nominative (N) (HasuBHuii), Genitive (G) (ponosuii), Dative (D) (naBajibHm1iA)
Accusative (A) (3naxinuuii), Instrumental (I) (opyannii), Locative (L) (MicueBuii)
Vocative (V) (ksimunuii) (see the table 1 below):

The Nominative case is considered to be the direct case. It is not marked, is
syntactically independent and is used to denote the subject of the sentence (




€ — Bohdan is reading) or the predicate noun ( yeHvb — Bohdan is a
pupil).
The Genitive, the Dative, the Accusative, the Instrumental and the Locative
cases are indirect cases. Nouns in indirect cases are syntactically dependent. Case
relations are expressed by means of inflexions and prepositions.

The Genitive case is used to denote possession ( Hoea  ma — This is
Bohdan’s mother), negation ( Ha — I don’t know Bohdan), the
object (A 1oy 0o Ha — I go to Bohdan).

The Dative case is used to denote the indirect object ( -
Hoei — Give this book to Bohdan).

The Accusative case is used to denote the direct object ( Ha — 1
know Bohdan) and indirect objects ( npo Ha — Tell me about
Bohdan).

The Instrumental case is used to denote the instrument or agent by which
something is done ( Hom — This article is written by
Bohdan).

The Locative case is used to denote locality (Ha M —

Bohdan is wearing a good suit).

Nouns in the Locative case are always used with prepositions and nouns in the
Genitive, Dative, Accusative and Instrumental cases can be used both with and
without prepositions. In the Genitive case prepositions

The Vocative case is a special form of address which doesn’t agree with other
parts of the sentences. In the Nominative and Vocative cases no prepositions are
used.

Declensions (Bigminmn)
Ukrainian nouns are divided into four declensions: Declension I, Declension
I1, Declension III and Declension IV.

Declension III (Singular and Plural)

The main peculiarities of case inflexions are as follows:
1) The Genitive, the Dative and the Locative cases Singular inflexions are

2) All the nouns except the noun  mu have the inflexion -e#z in the Genitive
case Singular ( ael, obnacmell  Oopodiceit  cmameil  Heil).

ADJECTIVES

Ukrainian adjectives have the following categories: the category of Gender,
Number, and Case: muxuu conoc, muxa po3mosa, muxe Cl080, MUXi 20]0CU,
muxumu 2onocamu, muxux ciie. These word-forms of adjectives are not indepen-
dent, they are defined by nouns or pronouns with which the adjectives agree. So
sucokutl, eucoka, eucoxe are not different words but different forms of the same
adjective.

In general, Ukrainian adjectives constitute two groups:

1. Hard type: Here belong adjectives with their stem ending in a hard
consonant (0osa3Kkuil, BUCOKUL, 3eleHull, 30J0Mutl, KUCIUU, KOMN rOMepHUll,
KOPpUYHEeBUU, KPUXKUL, MICbKUL, M KU, PO3YMHULL, cobayuutl, meepoull, meisdutl,
XO0JI00HU, Yep8oHUl, weopull, babun, bamovkis, bpamis, 0idie, mameput, Mapiin,
cecmpun).
